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Philosophy, theories, concepts, and development of social work; principles of human rights,
civil rights, and welfare rights; humanistic perspectives; diversity and the value of human dignity as core
principles of the social work profession; and the relationship between philosophy, concepts and social
work practice in both Thai and international contexts.
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
